! Avian influenza epitomizes the

: £ jﬂ’ challenges of emerging and
re-emerging diseases. Influenza viruses are ubiquitous with various
strains affecting all species of animals as well as humans. The
influenza viruses are notable for their propensity to share genetic
material and undergo rapid evolution, especially in situations
where animals and humans interact closely. The discovery of
HS5NI1 avian influenza in Southeast Asia within the last decade
and its impact on both poultry and human health captured the
attention of the public and scientists. This course provides an
overview of the entire family of influenza in humans and animals
with particular emphasis on avian influenza. The course will cover
the biology, epidemiology, diagnosis, economics and risk analysis
for avian influenza, focusing principally on population-based
strategies for effective prevention and control of these diseases in
both animals and humans. Discussion of strategies for prevention
of avian flu transmission from birds to humans and for control of

the disease in birds and other animal populations will be included.
